I would not fit in that place
again. | had the answer and
shortly after this, my husband,
Peter and | moved to Florida to
be close to the Miami Airport
and Haiti.

Through those hard and dif-
ficult early years in Haiti, | was
often troubled with a reoccurring
problem. | didn’t understand what
was wrong with me. | was happy
and excited, but some days |
bordered on depression. | would
question, “I know | heard from
God, and | am doing the will of
God, so why do | feel so sad?” |
didn’t get an answer right away.

One day in prayer the Holy Spirit
gave me the answer: “You have
soul ties to that old job!” \WOW!
Do you know, unbroken soul ties
can hinder you from fulfilling your
destiny and rob you of peace?
